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Euthanasia with 2015 Angle

The hijacking of the term ‘dying with dignity’ byday’s supporters of euthanasia and assisted sugi@h insult to
the dedicated doctors, nurses and pastoral carerslaily provide compassionate care, pain allemaéind spiritual
comfort to the sick, the dying and their families.

When the first hospitals were founded, the medicatlel of care was yet to be developed. The cdexeaf was
pastoral for that was all that was possible. la #arly Christian hospitals the dying were accongghand
comforted. As medical developments occurred innpaianagement the pastoral care continued and was
strengthened. And so it continues today. Owgphtals are leaders in research, the offering oéence in medical
care and compassion. It is in such a settingdbate of the best practice in palliative care isettgped and offered
daily.

In our facilities where we care for those who ayg and their loved ones, we constantly and ovetmingly hear
the gratitude for the care the patient and the lfanaiceives at the end of life. Yes, there is wftee call for the
“relief” of pain and suffering. The call though n®t so often about actively “ending” life. Thellazan often be
heard about “letting go” of life.

The fear of dying held by many in the communityapdiiverts attention from the conversation abooviding the
dying with the innovative medical and health céeytneed in homes, hospitals and aged care fesiliti

Today, the community sometimes has an overstateecgation of what hospitals and medicine can dae dahnot
cure everything. We cannot manage all pain. Wehmawvever offer a quality of care that means timathe whole
pain is managed, that life is respected; that the dying are accompanied and that when the medical model of care is
exhausted that the original human accompanimeve, dnd respect continues as foundational and dapénd

Debates about euthanasia and assisted suicidemateorally harrowing. However what is scandaloushiat the
funding for end of life palliative care by governme and private health insurers is inadequate addrvalued.

Wealept that people
should not have to suffer unnecessarily. The prepts of euthanasia law reform equate a refusatpport the
legislation as forcing the dying into interminabléfering. But the risk is real that a changehio legislation simply
forces the suffering into the additional and equalterminable dilemma of choosing their momenteath. Making
it possible for people to end their life legallynist about dying with dignity.

It is more the norm than éxeeption that we hear and see the most beaatifalessions of
love, human affection, reconciliation and allewsatof suffering. It is dignified.

It is on the back of inaction on funding and invesnt in palliative care and a lack of educationha community
about dying and death as well as some false prerttisg all death is undignified and that suffenngst be avoided
at all costs that Euthanasia and “Assisted Suicadeproposed now as “rights”.

Dying, death and dignity are worthy topics of oublfic conversation. They should not be manipulatéte truly
compassionate response to our dying family memnibdise highest quality evidence-based palliatives cdt needs
to be well funded and researched, valued by goventsrand insurers and promoted so as to alwaymbeative to
meet the needs of our community.

Conclusion

life.” (John 5:24). Whilst the death of Andrew Chamd others has laid bare the heart of our natiamhuge cloud
of self-righteous judgement a unique opportunitgsents itself for the Australian Church (Luke 23%)- The Spirit
of Jesus who inspired “The Meaning of Life” cangine us to die to all our petty judgements to eiritgr the unity
of pure love for which Christ died.

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21 Paradigms to move towards in Western Churches

We all realise that western churches need to matarel change, but what are some of the most impottareas
we need to address? The following list is a coliestof biblical principles that must be addressedarder for the
western church to move forward. Some of the therassrepeated in slightly different contexts.

1. Acknowledging the calling of every believer (1 C  or 12:14)

The most dominant theme in the western church & people no longer wish to be spectators and lsee t
drawbacks. Many churches have dysfunctional leagerodels that fail to recognise the calling otevbeliever.

2. Addressing issues and taking risks (Acts 6:1-  7; 2 Tim 1:7; Eph 4:15)

Often leadership teams know what they need to ahamgt are afraid to try anything different, or efpanyone.
Examples include: moving location, starting a seceervice, removing people from leadership, changdhe

service format or planting a new church.

3. Increased understanding of pastoral and leadership roles (Acts 20:28; Eph 4:12; 1 Pet 5:2)

The senior pastor doesn’t have to be the mostdyiiader and he certainly isn't the only one wiiaatoral gift in a
congregation. The entire congregation are resplen&ib the outcomes of the church. Leaders areilifaors” not

owners or the most knowledgeable.

4. Ministry based upon gifting rather than proving ones faithfulness (Rom 12:4- 8; 1 Pet 4:10)

In traditional leadership models, the pastor rezeihe vision, and the congregation faithfully ssnAs a result, we
have thousands of Christians serving outside af thifting. Equip people in the use of their gifdging what they
love, and you will notice a big difference.

5. Sending capacity rather than seating capacity (Mk 3:14; 6:7; Acts 15:22; 1 Cor 4:17)

Traditional models measure the success of a coatjpegor a leader by how big the building is, omwhmany
members there are.

The biggest impact of small groups is the oppotyufor daily contact with other believers. In tharly church,
relationships were established on a daily baseyd?r fellowship, and eating together kept theidiss encouraged
in the midst of persecution.

9. Personal transformation rather than membership (Rom 12:2; Gal 5:22-24)

Research has shown that Churches around the warltukh of people that may be committed to attencharch
service, but during the week their lifestyle isdifferent to that of their friends. There shouldaelear distinction
between Christians and Non-believers.

10. Complementary gifts rather than competitive agendas (1 Cor 1:12, 13; 3:3-5)

Competition is based on feelings of insecurity. Whastors acknowledge their own strengths, stoppadng
themselves with others, and look for ways to comglet one another, we will see amazing breakthraughs

11. Values-based networks rather than just denomina  tional (Acts 18:2, 3, 18)

For many years Christians have attended eventdb@se&ommon interests and values. One of the besvik
examples is the Sydney Hillsong Conference thaaat more than 30,000 Christians from every m@jourch
denomination.

The New Testament Churchiptiedl as
elders were ordained in every city, not only by Apmstle Paul, but by his spiritual sons Timothy dritus.

Paul told the Corinthian church that they had 10@8€uctors in Christ, but not many fathers. TihyotTitus, and

19. Magnetic disciples rather than just attracting people to programs (1 Thess 1:6- 8; Col 1:9)

Churches love to attract people through variougamms and events. Programs are great if they aitéufr but we
need more emphasis on discipleship that encourpgeple to live an authentic ‘Christian lifestyl€hristians
should be a magnetic influence in their community.

20. Prayer as a lifestyle rather than just an event (Acts 1:14; 6:4; 16:13)

Prayer networks and combined prayer rallies argeaif good, but they often delegate prayer to agssors. In the
New Testament church, prayer played a much bigger qgf the Christian lifestyle than we currentlyesa our
western churches.

21. Empowering leadership rather than controlling leadership (Eph 4:11, 12; 1 Pet 5:2, 3)

Empowering leaders will help believers grow in nmeyy equip them for service, and then celebratehay are
released into ministry roles. They send peoplet@iiess the body of Christ, rather than just ating and holding
onto people.

Through my
work with local councils in Melbourne | have diseogd that quite often it is difficult to get theaphing department to talk
to the community department and vice versa. Yetehgpes of conversations and the relationshipsdeghem are vital if
municipalities and cities are to be well develop&ding further, if we were to break a city downoiris constituent drivers
(sectors), for example; politics, health, education, sport and recreation, business, community service organisations (not for
profits including churches), media, Arts, Justiod aaw.

How could genuine relationships be fostered betwihensectors? What would be the affect of creatimge effective
dialogue between them? In this way could the plagiof cities reflect what it means to be more fhllynan? Is it possible

Commentators disagree on whether this is the éstiatdnt of righteous authority or evil authorityhélleaning is
towards world domination by unjust governments.

The survivors said that when they were initiallptaied, the militants had killed men and older bioysont of their

families before taking women and children into fibvest.
